It is the fifth month in the Hindu Lunar Calender that commenced on the 24th
of July 2021 & will end on the 22nd of August, 2021(North) and 9th of August 2021
upto..
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7th September 202(South)
. Essentially, even though the entire month of Shravan is auspicious, Mondays (Somvaar) in this month are considered

highly auspicious and significant for fasting and performing worship to Lord Shiva and is known as the Shravan Somvaar
Vrat.




Apart from all Mondays; all Tuesdays (Mangalvaar) in the month of Shravan is dedicated to the worship of Goddess Parvati.
Hence, devotees also fast on this day to seek the blessings of the Devi, the consort of Lord Shiva. mm Namah shivaya m
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
